                             TAKING A FAMILY NAME TO REPRESENT ON TREK

 

It is the goal to have every Participant on Trek to carry an ancestor’s name that they have personally researched and done the temple work for. We encourage the youth, leaders, and their families to work on this project. We also encourage each participant to research some details on the life of the person you choose so that you can share their stories during the Trek experience.

 

Each Ward has a Family History Committee that can help educate and assist in finding names, please follow up with your Bishopric, and YM, YW leaders for the name of your Family History Committee.  They can teach you where to start looking, what tools you can use, and how to use them.

 

 Step 1: Go to www.familysearch.org
 

Step 2: Type in the name of the person you are researching.

 

Step 3: Check to see if the temple work has been done for this person. If the temple work has been done choose another name. (FYI -you need your membership number and baptism date in order to view this information. Your ward clerk keeps a record of this information.)

 

Step 4: Set a date and time to do the temple work with your family or mutual.

 

If after researching several names you are unable to find a person who has not had their temple work done, you may:

 

1)
Find as much details as you can on a person and carry this name with you.(date born, where born, date died, stories etc)

Help a friend research their ancestors, do the temple work, and carry your friends ancestors                                    name.

Discuss your search with your relatives, parents, grandparents, aunts & uncles.                                      Many of these will have information and resources to assist you in this great work.
